He
shzll call a special mecting ab any time upen the receipt of a writtsn request fer
such meeting signed by ary five mombers of the Association. Written netice of
special meetings shall he given in the same manner as in Article ITI of these by-

laws,

ARTICLE ¥

: Voting

Excapt as msy be otherwise stipulated in the West Hills Hemes Association
Declaration of April 12, 1939, or in these by-lows, the vole necessary to pass 4
motion at any remular or special meeting of the Assceiation shall -be a mejerity
of the votes cast. The Secretary chall keep a complete record of qualified nem-
bers, ard any rRember's right to vote shall be roverncd by snid record. Absent
neubers nay vote by a legally cxecuted written proxy.

ARTICIE VIT

lembership

Membership in the Association shall be as defined and limited in the Vest Hills
Homes Assoeciation Declaration. Any owner of land which lies within the District,
who is not a member of the nsegociation, may acyuire sueh membership by subjecting
such land to the terms of the Declaratien, The first assessment of an ommer who be~
comes a member in the aforesaid manner on a date not coinciding with that of a regu-
lar enrual meeting of the Association shall be based on the proper asSessment rate
voted at the last annual meeting, but the total smount of said assessment shall be
made proporticnal to that fraction of the taxehble year remaining, Incomputing the
first assessmant of such new member the taxable year shall be considered to extend
from Yay 1 te April 30, inclusive, regardless of the exact dates of the anmual mest-
ings, Also, in computing such assessment each menth shall be considerad to contein
thirty days.

Ay person not already a member, who purchases land which has previcusly been
subjected to the terme of the Declaratiom, shall automatically beccne a megber of
the date on which the legal transfer of such land occurs.

ARTICLE VILI
Tirectors

Section 1: CENERAL POVERS — The property, affairs end businsss of the Associ-
atian shell be managed by its Board of Directors, which may exercise all the pousrs
of the Asscciation, except sueh as are by law, or by the Declaration, or by these =\
laws, expressly conferred upon or reserved to the members of the Associatien. .

Section 2: MMEER, TERK OF CFFICE AMD (QUALTFICATIONS — The mumber of directors
shall be six (6). Three directors shall be elected at the first snnual meeting to
serve for one year, and three directors shall be elected to serve for tro years,
Starting with the namizl meeting in 1940, and at each anmual meeting thereafier,
thres directors shall be elected %o serve for twe years, Each director shall be a
merber of the Association, and shall held offics until his successor has been elected
and qualified, except as his term of office may -be terminated by death, resigmatien,
or removal by act of the Associatdion.

Section 3: ELECTICN OF DIRECTORS — At each meeting of the members ot which
directors are chesen, the latter shall be elected by a plurality of the votes casty
Wo directer shall be electz@ far more then two consecutive terms.

Any term of less than twe years' duration served Ly a directeor shall be ignored
entirely in the applicstion of the feregoing rule limiting the service of a diroctor
to two consecutiwe terms, except that a director whe resigns or is removed before
the expiration of his term shall ba considered to have served a full term. A direst-
or shall be deemed Aualified as such when ha shall have Tiled vritten acceptance of

his election and not before,

Sectionm 4: HBESIOHATION — Any dirsctor of the dssociation m=y resign ot any
time by giving written notice of such resignation to the Prosident or to the Secre-
tary, Such resignation shall take effect at the time specified in the netice, and,
unlass otherwisze desfignated therein, the aceeptance of such resignation shall nod he

nacessary to render it effective,
